The size of this 
new oscillating 60° segment disc is ideal for 
this application: with a radius of just 1.4 cm 
and a pivoting angle of 30°, 
it is perfect for use in the most narrow 
areas without the need for a disc-guard. 

Compared to rotary discs with full radius 
and diameters of up to 2.2 cm, which must 
be used with a disc-guard, the segment disc 
off ers the best features for stripping 
in hard-to-reach areas. Thanks to optimal 
vision and excellent grinding effi  ciency, the 
OS disc with its patented design is an inno-
vative instrument leading to absolutely 
convincing results.

Interproximal enamel reduction (also called 
“Stripping” or IPR) is an application in ortho-
dontic surgery that is used for a range of 
diff erent indications, e.g. for correcting 
a disproportion of tooth sizes in the lower 
and the upper jaw, for the elimination of 
crowding and for increasing the durability of 
orthodontic treatment results by adapting 
the proximal contact areas, especially in 
case of lower anteriors. 

Problems that arise with hand instruments 
(diamond strips), like too little space for 
grinding movements or jamming, are only 
partly solved with rotary diamond discs. 
Although stripping is facilitated considerably 
by using rotary discs, there are still disad-
vantages like the risk of damaging soft tis-
sue and an obstructed vision when using a 
discguard.

In order to avoid the risk of damaging the 
gingiva, all adhesive removers are provided 
with smooth, non-cutting tips (tip without 
blades). Moreover, the safety chamfer 
at the head end eliminates the formation 
of grooves. 

The tapered adhesive remover is available 
for the contra-angle and the turbine in 
2 head lengths (4.75 mm and 8.00 mm). 
The long version – the H22ALGK – is 
specifi cally designed for canines and 
longer anteriors. 

The egg-shape (H379AGK) and the gre-
nade-shape (H390AGK) are specially suited 
for palatinal reduction of adhesive in the 
lingual technique.   

In cooperation with Dr. Radlanski, Freie Uni-
versität Berlin, the AGK burs have been 
developed as specialist instruments for 
removing adhesive residues. The instru-
ments are able to remove the soft adhesive 
quickly and, thanks to their special tooth-
ing, without damaging the hard enamel. 
At low contact pressure, the instruments 
operate with low vibration and achieve per-
fectly smooth surfaces while generating 
merely a minimum of heat. 

This is possible thanks to the innovative 
blade geometry. The twisted blades made 
of durable tungsten carbide are optimally 
suited for precise reduction of soft materi-
als and assure smooth operation and high 
treatment comfort.
